FAA Order Per 4800.2C Utilization and Disposal OF EXCESS AND SURPLUS PERSONAL PROPERTY

Disposition Issues outline questions and concerns which must be addressed prior the plan's development.


Plans must consider each item:
a) if not relevant, an explanation of how that decision was made is to be included.

b) if relevant, the plan must include enough information to indicate:

1. how issues will be addressed
2. what organization is responsible for taking each action the potential costs
3. if any, associated with the action
4. how funding requirements will be addressed.
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
